	 As part of the 30% design effort, the City, MBTA, State agencies and design team are coordin-
gating/continuing efforts for the proposed garage at the Salem Commuter Rail Station. Under consid-
eration include structured parking for between 700 and 950 spaces, with additional surface parking, 
kiss and ride area, accessible spaces, and buses. A sheltered waiting area is being incorporated into 
the design and future access to the waterfront is being explored. The target date for the completion of 

the 30% design is early fall. 

Courts Complex
	 James Tanin, project manager for the J. Michael Ruane courts complex, has provided 

the following update on the very visible progress of the new courthouse. 
	  

The past two months have been very 
exciting. Construction progress has been 
visible with a number of accomplish-
ments. With the old wood floor removed 
from the Law Library, structural steel was 
erected. Concrete floors in the basement 
and first floor of the Law Library have 
been poured in place. The foundation for 
the new courthouse is well on its way and 
will be complete by July. Underground 
utilities are under construction and the 
site contractor is 
backfilling and grading the site. The crane 
has arrived on site as well as structural 
steel. The steel framework erection is 
already underway with trucks carrying 

loads of steel which have been arriving almost every day. 

	 Erection will begin in the Juvenile wing on the Federal Street side of the site and move 
north to Bridge Street and then west toward North Street. The contractor will be erecting steel 
until mid-September and will be followed by the contractor pouring concrete floors. DCAM 
and Daniel O’Connell’s Sons have received bids for all the trades, and construction activities 
have begun to pick up in July.
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
