Provide Input on Downtown 
Parking Recommendations

PMR? You know what the “P” is for, but what about the “M” and “R”? 
Come to the second public workshop for the downtown parking manage-
ment study and find out.

At the workshop, “PMR” and other draft recommendations from the City’s 
parking management study will be presented. It is an interactive work-
shop—not a traditional public hearing—and you will be able discuss the 
recommendations with other participants.

The City’s goal is to make parking downtown easier for residents, employ-
ees, and customers. The draft recommendations simplify the parking system 
while providing more choices. The recommendations include changes to 
pricing and regulation and offer suggestions for how parking spaces could 
be added.

The workshop will be held on Monday, February 1, 2010, from 6:00 to 8:30 
PM on the third floor of the City Hall Annex at 120 Washington Street. Doors 
will open at 6:00, and the presentation will begin at 6:30.
